Task 2: Take part in a short dialogue with another student who is taking the exam with you. For example:  



You are an export manager in an Italian company. In the last 2 years, due to the global financial crisis, some 

of your traditional foreign markets are not performing well.  

The director asks you to openly criticise your market strategy.  You need to counter the director's criticism
